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It is our pleasure to share this report on the development 
of Mission Educate during 2023. As with previous years, 
2023 was mixed with challenges and achievements.

In the Annual Report 2022, we indicated that we would 
be pursuing three goals in 2023.

They were:

1.	 	An improvement in the quality of education and 
facilities at the King of Kings School

2.	 	The development of facilities on our Mungassa 
property for the Mission Educate Technical Institute 

3.	 	An expansion of the Literacy for Life Project and the 
development of the Literacy Leadership Team.

To a measure, we have been able to make an impact 
on the achievement of these goals, but continue to be 
challenged by weather conditions in Mozambique and 
limited available funding.

Once again, cyclonic activity impacted our projects 
as Cyclone Freddie made multiple landfalls on the 
Mozambican coast over a five week period. Torrential 
rain caused flooding at the King of Kings School and 
Mission Educate Technical Institute resulting in the 
suspension of classes. Fortunately, little ongoing 
damage impacted our facilities.

We are so grateful for the resilience of our Mozambican 
staff who respond to these severe climatic challenges 
with patient determination, dealing with issues as they 
arise to maintain the operation of our projects.

The growth and professional development of all of our 
staff was a significant feature in 2023. Augusto Madeira 
was appointed as the Director of the King of Kings 
School, bringing stability and maturity to that role. He 
had a previous commitment to Mission Educate as the 
Director of the Mission Educate Technical Institute and 
voluntarily stepped down from that position to alleviate 
the financial pressure that was created by Covid 19. 
Under his leadership, the King of Kings School has 
maintained its enrolments and its excellent reputation for 
quality education. 

The Mission Educate Technical Institute developed 
steadily during 2023. We are grateful for funds from 
the Australian High Commission in South Africa, the 
New Zealand High Commission in South Africa and the 
Embassy of Japan in Mozambique that have assisted us 
in improving facilities for the Technical Institute trainees. 

In August, Dr Terry King, our Executive Director travelled 
to Mozambique and  encouraged our Mozambican staff 
at the Mission Educate National Conference. The theme 

for the conference 
was “Greater things” 
taken from the Gospel 
of John, Chapter 
14, verse 12 where 
Jesus encourages his 
disciples to believe for greater things in their lives. It was 
encouraging to see our staff embrace this challenge for 
their personal and professional lives.

Our National Director, Alford Ncube has been working 
tirelessly to bring greater stability and organisation to 
the Mozambican projects. His extensive educational 
experience and knowledge of Mozambican culture and 
legalities has helped the development of our projects.

This year, we have been particularly encouraged by 
the development of the Literacy for Life Project. The 
project continues to operate in three of Mozambique’s 
ten provinces and has established a strong connection 
with provincial authorities. We greatly appreciate the 
support of Bible Society Australia who fully fund the 
project and enable us to provide literacy opportunities 
for more than 500 illiterate adults, the majority of whom 
are in impoverished rural areas. You can read about the 
transformation that occurs in their lives because of the 
Literacy for Life Project, further in this report.

It was also exciting during 2023 to see the re-
introduction of The Mozi Run as one of our Australian  
fundraising events. Funds raised at The Mozi Run and 
other events assisted in augmenting the cash flow for 
our Mozambican projects. 

Once again we acknowledge the provision of our 
gracious God who enables us to provide education for 
some of the world’s poorest people. We are grateful 
for the support and encouragement of our Australian 
supporters and those who contribute on a regular basis.

We are grateful to the members of the Mission Educate 
Board for their diligence, commitment and faith. It was 
a pleasure to welcome David Bewley back to the Board 
after twelve months leave and welcome new Board 
members, Mathew Walters and Kayla Zipf.

This report reveals that our projects continue to 
operate and grow, despite the many challenges that we 
constantly face. Challenges created by poverty, climate, 
bureaucracy and intermittent funding. The success of 
these projects is not just measured by organisational 
growth, but in the faithfulness and dedication of our 
supporters and staff and the real transformation that 
occurs in the lives of the Mozambican people.

Alford Ncube - National Director

Alford is very much a team player. His focus during 2023 has been on the development of the 
staff and leaders in each of the projects. He has also concentrated on developing the National 
Leadership Team as an effectively functioning entity and on the personal development of each 
of the leaders. There has been a strengthening of relationships in the Leadership Team as each 
member comes to a greater understanding  of their role and the need for supporting the other 
leaders and the leadership teams in each of the Projects.

The National Leadership Team is supported by Adelaide Guesela, the Finance Coordinator. 
Adelaide began her involvement with Mission Educate at the Mission Educate Technical 
Institute. Her experience and expertise was soon recognised, resulting in her appointment to her 
current role.

Augusto Madeira was appointed the Director of the King of Kings School in 2022. He was previously 
employed as the Director of the Mission Educate Technical Institute. He voluntarily stepped down 
from that position in 2021 as part of cost saving measures implemented in response to the financial 
challenges created by Covid 19.

Madeira comes from an impoverished family background. His family were poor, living in a poor 
community. He was sent to live with another family when he was 13 years old, because his parents were unable to provide 
for him. His parents passed away when he was 16 years old and he had to assume the responsibility of caring for his 6 
siblings. He completed his primary and lower secondary school education and then studied at night for his senior secondary 
education and teaching degree at university. During the day he worked to support himself and provide for his siblings. He 
married and had four children.

Madeira  had extensive experience working with international organisations prior to his involvement with Mission Educate. 
He has a passion for education and is constantly encouraging students to obtain as much education as possible. His desire 
is to shape children and young people to be people of integrity and compassion and to instill hope in their lives.

The projects in Mozambique have continued to develop under the leadership of Alford Ncube, our National Director. 

Alford’s professional, administrative and financial acumen has enabled us to streamline the operations of each of 
the projects. He has improved communications between Australia and Mozambique, creating greater transparency 
and understanding. Whilst the level of financial support for our projects continues to be a challenge, this improved 
communication has enabled the Mission Educate Board to have a greater understanding of the challenges encountered 
and possible solutions available.

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The King of Kings School began 2023 with the appointment of a new School Principal, 
Augusto Madeira. Madeira has had experience working with international NGO’s and was 
previously the Director of the Mission Educate Technical Institute. He is well known for his 
integrity and desire to contribute to the vision of Mission Educate. Madeira has settled into 
the school well and is working with the existing leadership team to develop the school’s 
effectiveness and efficiency. 

The King of Kings School students continue to maintain an average pass rate in the national 
exams above 90%, far in excess of the national average. The consistency in these results 
reflects the quality of education that the school provides, not just academically but in its care 
of students.

King of Kings School
Augusto Madeira - Principal
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Eliseu’s Story Eliseu’s Story 
My name is Eliseu and I am 16 years of age, studying Science at the King of Kings School. 
I chose to come to this school because of its reputation for its academic excellence and 
the care it gives to students. In my previous school, the teachers did not care about us 
students. They would often be absent from class and when they were there, gave us little 
attention. I felt like I was never moving forward. I was fearful attending school because 
there were many bullies outside the school who would often beat me up.

I noticed the difference at the King of Kings School from the first class I attended. It was 
obvious that the teachers wanted us to succeed. They would give us homework and 
develop practical lessons so we could learn more effectively.

My dream is to be a cardiac surgeon. I am interested in how the heart works. Already, King of Kings School is 
helping me to achieve that dream. To be someone, you must have a good education. The King of Kings School 
is helping me to be somebody, to be a person who can achieve my dream.
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Marta’s storyMarta’s story
My name is Marta and I was born in Mafambisse where I grew up with my parents. My father 
worked at the Sugarcane farm and my mother grew crops in her small field to feed our 
family. When my father lost his job we were forced to work even harder as our mother’s field 
became our only source of income. My brothers and I had to work very hard in the fields. We 
suffered so much when there was no rain as we had no other source of income. I remember 
we suffered many days without eating. My mother would cry so much and it was painful 
seeing my parents so helpless. 

When it was time for me to attend school, I had to leave my parents and stay with my sister 
who lived with an uncle near a government school. He mistreated us and eventually our parents rented a room for us in 
a mud hut. It was such a challenge for our parents to pay the rent but they felt it was important for us to be educated. 
I finished Grade 12 and wanted to continue with my studies. I heard about the Mission Educate Technical Institute and 
decided that this was where I wanted to be.

I came to Beira and enrolled in the Civil Construction Diploma. I was challenged on how I would support myself during 
my studies. I was able to obtain employment helping a grandmother care for her grandchildren. This provided me with 
accommodation and a small salary, enough to live on.  However, as my studies at the Institute increased and I was 
required to participate in work experience, I was not able to continue with the child care employment. I was in danger 
of having to withdraw from my course. The Chaplain at the Technical Institute heard of my situation and I was offered a 
scholarship to complete my studies. I am now in my final year and will soon be finished.

I am so grateful to Mission Educate who have given me the opportunity to pursue my dream. I am the first in my family 
to not only complete Year 12 but to study at a tertiary institute. My life has been transformed because people I do not 
know have invested in my future. That has given me the determination to become someone who can also invest in the 
future of others.

Outdoor eating area
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The focus for the Literacy for Life Project during 2023 was a consolidation of literacy 
groups across the three Mozambican provinces of Nampula, Sofala and Inhambane. The 
new groups that commenced in 2022 continued in 2023 and provided participants with 
the skills to read and write. A new initiative to assist participants was the introduction of 
classes in life skills. Practical experiences are provided to teach basic health, nutrition 
and improved agriculture. Participants report that these skills have helped transform their 
families and communities.

Mission Educate and the participants of the Literacy for Life Project are very grateful for 
the continued support of Bible Society of Australia who fully fund the project.

During 2022 - 2023 significant changes were made by the Mozambican government in the assessment of students in 
primary education. Students studying at a Grade 7 level were incorporated into the secondary education program. A 
consequence of this change was that the Literacy Equivalence Assessment previously conducted at a Grade 7 level, 
was redesigned at a Grade 6 level. This has meant that participants in the Literacy for Life Project who previously 
sat for the Literacy Equivalence Assessment have had to wait while the government phased in the assessment for 
literacy participants. Over 90% of our participants who choose to sit the Literacy Equivalence Assessment receive their 
Equivalence Certificate. This opens the way for them to further study and improves their opportunities for employment.

Armando’s StoryArmando’s Story  
I am 83 years old. I am married and have five children and six grandchildren. My wife and 
I attend the Literacy for Life Project.  When I was a child, I did not have the opportunity 
to study because I lost my parents when I was very young. My life changed from that 
moment. 

I was forced to leave school and had to work to support my siblings. My dreams were 
shattered because I could no longer attend school like other young people. As a result, I 
got married very early. I always wanted to return to school to learn to read and write, but 
there were never any opportunities.

As the years passed, people told me to forget about school because I was too old. 

But somewhere deep inside of me, I held that dream. One day, I would learn to read and write!

In 2022, an opportunity arose when Mission Educate brought the Literacy for Life Project to our church. 

I was one of the people who decided to make my dream of studying come true again. I was a little uncertain because 
I have vision problems, but even with this problem, I decided to go ahead. When I started the Literacy Project, I didn’t 
even know how to read and write. Now, I am so happy because I can read and write. Not only do we learn to read and 
write, but we also learn important skills that help us in our lives.

I am so thankful that Mission Educate and Bible Society Australia have taken pity on an old man they do not know. 

It seems like my years of shame and regret have disappeared. Who would have thought I could build my future even at 
such an old age? 

In my old age, I am whole.

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Ivone’s Story Ivone’s Story and the development of agricultural skills
My name is Ivone. I am 32 years old, married with four children. My life story is very 
sad. I was a suffering person. I went through many difficulties because my parents 
were unemployed and illegally forced me to marry when I was 16 years of age.  I did 
not have the opportunity to attend school and my life’s dreams vanished with my new 
marital responsibilities and my husband’s control of my life.

I felt worthless and hopeless because I was unable to read or write. My friends mocked 
me because they were attending school whilst I remained in ignorance. My life began 
to change when the Literacy for Life Project came to our church. I began learning skills 
to read and write. But then something else began to happen. I began to have hope. 
Hope that one day I would be free from poverty and be able to take control of my life. 
I could see that I was able to learn and began to dream that I would be able to attend 
school, finish secondary education and even attend professional training.

My dream began to grow even larger when our Literacy class began to learn practical 
skills in agriculture. I had never been taught how to grow crops effectively. The gardens 
in our village were poor yielding only just enough for us to survive. We learnt how to create better vegetable gardens 
that would not only feed our families but even have a surplus that could generate an income. Having an income meant 
that we were being freed from the chains of poverty and the despair that goes with it.

Bible Society Australia has given us this life changing opportunity. Not only have they supplied our Literacy materials, 
but we have been given vegetable seeds, rakes and hoes to help us develop our vegetable gardens. We are so 
grateful for all that they, and Mission Educate are doing to improve the quality of our lives and our relationship with our 
loving God.

Celeste’s Story Celeste’s Story and a chicken raising business
I am Celeste, a widow and mother of seven children. I am 45 years old and 
attend the Literacy for Life Project in Inhambane province. 

I came from a poor peasant family, dropping out of school in the first grade 
because of poverty. I married at the age of 17 and continued to be in need 
because my husband was unemployed. 

The Literacy for Life Project came to my village at a time when I needed it so 
much. Ever since I was little, I couldn’t study. I saw my friends attending literacy 
classes in primary schools but because we had no money for materials, I was 
unable to participate. 

Thanks to Bible Society Australia, that has changed. Because they support the 
Literacy for Life Project,  I am able to attend the literacy group. I am in the 2nd 
year and I say with great pride that I am developing my ABC skills, calculations 
and other life skills. I do not think you could understand the feeling inside of me 
now that I can read and write. I may still be poor on the outside but I feel rich on 
the inside. I feel valued.

Today I am proudly happy because I am learning another very important skill. This will benefit me personally and also 
our community. I am learning how to raise chickens in our Literacy class.  We have been given all the things that are 
necessary to raise the chicks, as well as the 86 chicks themselves. It is hard for me to understand that people I do 
not know, in a place I have never been, care for me so much that they would do this thing. All I can say is thank you 
Mission Educate and Bible Society Australia for investing into my life. With others in my Literacy class, I have built an 
aviary for our chickens and will continue to care for them until they are sold. With the money received, we will start our 
own small business of chicken raising. 

Imagine that in two years my whole life has changed. I can read and write. I see a future for my family because we now 
have a small business. More than anything, we have hope.
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Rosalita’s storyRosalita’s story
I am Rosalita Macate and I am a Science teacher at the King of Kings School. 

My childhood was very difficult because I lost my mother when I was very 
young.  My father abandoned my mother when she was pregnant and I grew up 
with my grandparents. 

The happy memories I have of my childhood were made at school. However, 
most of my childhood memories are sad because of all the hard work I had to 
do when growing up.  Because my grandparents were old I had to work in the 
rice field, take care of children, clean the house and grind large amounts of corn 
and rice manually. I was frequently beaten while my aunts played with dolls and 
enjoyed a better life. I suffered a lot, doing hard work and walking very long 
distances to go to school. 

Even though I enjoyed school, my education was very difficult. I had to walk 
16km barefoot each day to attend. I worked hard and completed Grade 10. 
My hard experiences at home and school  taught me how to face challenges 
in life. They also taught me that I could rely on my God for His help and 
encouragement. I can see now that I was being prepared for my future 
occupation. 

After Grade 10, I attended a teacher training course away from my home so I 
could escape the treatment that I received. I graduated as a Science teacher and 
began to teach in schools in my district. I love teaching, especially encouraging 
girls to learn and achieve. I use my experiences to inspire and encourage them. 

Today I am a woman that can face any kind of challenge and I am able to overcome all of life’s barriers. I learnt to forgive 
people and not live a life of despair and bitterness that affects so many living in poverty. I am able to share what I have 
learned from my life’s experiences to counsel other women to be focused and determined. 

God has taught me to take all the suffering I experienced and use it as steps for success or victory and to forgive the  
people that mistreated me during my childhood. 

Working with Mission Educate has helped me grow in my faith and to share my knowledge with others. They have taught 
me to continue to believe for greater things in my life. My dream is to do further study in sociology so I can work with 
abandoned children and women. I want to transmit my childhood experiences and how I triumphed over them to inspire 
young people  and women so that they too can triumph in life.

Women and girls in Mozambique continue to experience disadvantages in education and employment because of cultural 
expectations and prejudice. Mission Educate is committed to providing equal opportunities in education for all individuals. 
We recognise the specific challenges that girls and women face in accessing education and are proactive in encouraging 
and supporting females to participate in our educational projects.

Courage is most often identified in extraordinary acts that people do in response to extraordinary situations. Yet each day, 
so many who live in poverty display extraordinary courage in facing ordinary circumstances.

The simple act of providing food and shelter for a family, caring for young children and the infirm or obtaining education 
are challenges that millions of women worldwide face daily. They deal with these challenges courageously facing difficult 
daily circumstances for the good of others.

Courageous Women
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Adelaide’s storyAdelaide’s story
My name is Adelaide Maria Guesela. I was born in the city of Beira.

Since childhood I lived with my mother and two older brothers 
because my father had divorced my mother. I devoted myself to 
my studies and helped my mum with the small businesses she was 
running to support her children. We would wake up very early in the 
morning to sell products at the market.

When I was about 17 my mum started to get sick and I was forced 
to look after her and continue with the small market sales to 
support our family.  Those were difficult times. My mum’s illness 
became worse and she died in 2003. We had to learn to be adults 
and struggle to support ourselves. At that time I had finished an 
accounting course and was employed in my first job in one of the 
city’s commercial banks. I worked there for six years. During this 
time I dreamed of doing more studies to improve my qualifications 
and salary. 

I heard about a position with Mission Educate, a Christian 
organisation working in Mozambique. I applied for the position and 
to my amazement was offered the position as a finance officer. My 
salary improved and I was able to continue with my studies for a 
degree in accounting. Throughout my life’s journey, I felt that God 
was guiding and encouraging me. 

It has been such a blessing working with Mission Educate. I love 
what I do and I can see that my role is helping Mission Educate to 
provide education for so many Mozambicans who are in need. I am 
able to support myself and my children. I have been able to bless 
many families like mine. Like me, they  thought they had no solution 
to the problems they faced in the world. They have found that 
God has a solution and uses people like me and my colleagues at 
Mission Educate to bring hope and transformation.
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Mission Educate is committed to balancing 
program impact and financial sustainability 
when making decisions regarding our 
activities. We work collaboratively with our 
stakeholders to develop innovative funding 
streams that enhance service delivery 
outcomes. A key aspect of our financial 
sustainability model is the contribution of 
fees by our School and Institute students. 
This year they contributed significantly with 
$588,951 of our overall income.

Income
We would like to thank all our individual 
supporters, schools, trusts, corporate 
partners, major donors and others for their 
generosity. We are appreciative of those 
who have supported us through community 
events and gifts in kind. Our income for 
the year was $1,078,145, 14% increase on 
the previous year. We are humbled by the 
generous financial support we received from 
our supporters ensuring that all program 
activities continue.

Expenditure
Because of the support we received, 
Mission Educate assisted more than 3,200 
people in Mozambique to engage in quality 
education. Our total expenditure in 2023 was 
$1,014,591, of which $883,460 was incurred 
in the delivery of activities in Mozambique.

Overall result
The year ended with a modest operational 
surplus of $63,555 which was directed 
towards the capital development of facilities 
at Mungassa.

We have audited the financial report of Mission Educate Limited (the Entity), which comprises the 
statement of financial position as at 31 December 2023, the statement of comprehensive income, 
statement of changes in equity and statement of cash flows for the year then ended, and notes to the 
financial statements, including material accounting policy information, and the responsible entities 
declaration. 
 
In our opinion, except for the effects of the matter described in the Basis of Qualified Opinion section 
of our report, the accompanying financial report of Mission Educate Limited, is in accordance with 
Division 60 of the Australian Charities and Not-for-Profits Commission Act 2012, including: 
 

(a) giving a true and fair view of the registered entity’s financial position as at 31 December 
2023, and of its financial performance for the year then ended; and 
 

(b) complying with Australian Accounting Standards to the extent described in Note 1, and 
Division 60 the Australian Charities and Not-for-profits Commission Regulations 2022. 
 

Basis for Qualified Opinion 
 
Receipts from fundraising are a significant source of revenue for Mission Educate Limited. The Entity 
has determined that it is impractical to establish control over the collection of revenue prior to entry 
in its financial records. Accordingly, as the evidence available to us regarding revenue was limited, our 
audit procedures with respect to revenue had to be restricted to the amounts recorded in the financial 
records. We therefore are unable to express an opinion on whether all revenue obtained by the Entity 
is complete. 
 
The Entity conducts its activities both in Australia and Mozambique on the basis of cost and benefit 
we have not conducted a complete audit examination of the activities conducted outside Australia 
prior to their recording in the accounts. Accordingly, we are not able to confirm the transactions 
conducted in Mozambique or the value and existence of assets, liabilities and equity held there. 
 
We conducted our audit in accordance with Australian Auditing Standards. Our responsibilities under 
those standards are further described in the Auditor's Responsibility for the Audit of the Financial 
Report section of our report. We are independent of the Entity in accordance with the ethical 
requirements of the Accounting Professional and Ethical Standards Board's APES 110 Code of Ethics for 
Professional Accountants (the Code) that are relevant to our audit of the financial report in Australia. 
We have also fulfilled our other ethical responsibilities in accordance with the Code.  
 
We believe that the audit evidence we have obtained is sufficient and appropriate to provide a basis 
for our opinion.
